We are excited to announce that we have formally partnered with Support Solutions, a non-
profit 501c3 that serves the unsheltered community. We have committed to allowing them to
park their shower trailer on our grounds in the south lot of our campus. In exchange, they have
committed to support our community meals by providing more quality showers. We celebrate
this and thank God for providing for our needs. They will now be supporting our clothing closet
every Tuesday 3:30pm-5pm and our first Saturday Community Meals 9am-11am.

The clothing closet has officially expanded its hours! Our clothing closet has been serving our
community for 30 years! This ministry has been led by our dedicated volunteer Judy Barber and
her faithful team. We’ve been able to expand this ministry to occur on Tuesdays from 7 AM to
9:00 AM as well as Tuesday afternoons from 3:30 PM to 5 PM.

Support Solutions will now be offering showers via the trailer every Tuesday afternoon starting

We want to open the clothing Ministry EVERY WEEKDAY, Monday- Friday so that the
needs of the community are met.

Our 3 microsites continue to bring the good news of Jesus Christ to the hardest places in the City
of Pomona. This includes the neighborhoods of Willie White (Northside) Angela Chancellor
(South side) and Del Rosa (Westside).

At our microsites, we evangelize and disciple community members of Pomona. We train leaders
for urban ministry and send them to the mission fields to establish neighborhood and home
gatherings for the unchurched. Over the next 7 years, we hope to launch 7 additional sites,
totaling 10 sites, eventually reaching 500 neighbors annually with the Gospel. We are currently
fundraising and applying for grants to support our efforts. We continue to build volunteer teams
to help with worship and kids ministry at microsites.
