BACKGROUND FOR JUDGES
It takes 1 hour 41 minutes to read the book of Judges

Content: The cyclical narrative of the time of the judges, with emphasis 
on Israel’s repeated lack of covenant loyalty

Historical coverage: From the death of Joshua to the beginning of the 
monarchy

Emphasis: The tenuous results of the conquest; God’s constant rescue of 
his people, despite their habitual failure to keep covenant with him; the 
desperate conditions and overall downward spiral during this period; the 
need for a good king

BACKGROUND FOR RUTH
It takes 14 minutes to read the book of Ruth

Content: A story of loyalty to God during the period of the judges, in 
which Naomi’s fortunes mirror Israel’s during this period (while also 
providing the lineage of King David)

Historical coverage: A few years around 1100 B.C.

Emphasis: Life in a village that remains loyal to God during the time of 
the judges; the welcoming of a foreign woman under God’s wings; God’s 
superintending care that provides Israel with its great king
