Content: Starting with the reign of Solomon, the story of the decline and 
eventual dissolution of the monarchy in Israel and the expulsion of God’s 
people from the land

Historical coverage: From the death of David (970 B.C.) to the sixth-
century exile of Judah (586 B.C.)

Emphasis: The evaluation of the monarchy on the basis of covenant 
loyalty; the fateful national consequences of disloyalty to God, resulting 
finally in expulsion from the land; the schism and civil wars between 
north and south; the rise of superpowers that, under the direction of 
God, subjugated Israel and Judah; the role of prophets who speak for 
God in Israel’s national life
