MAIN IDEA: God has a plan for His people; to live a faithful life without 
compromise.

PROPHET: Daniel was a Jewish scholar and master interpreter of visions 
and dreams. He displayed genuine self-sacrifice in the face of immense 
adversity, and held onto his beliefs and religious practice despite the 
isolation of exile.

DATE: Written around 540-530 BC

CONTEXT: The book of Daniel is set right after Babylon’s first attack on 
Jerusalem. They plundered the city and its temple and took a wave of 
Israelites into exile. Among them were four men from the royal family of 
David, Daniel (Belteshazzar), and 3 friends, Hebrew boys known by their 
Babylonian names, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. This book tells of 
their struggles to maintain hope in the land of their conquerors.

EMPHASIS: There is a sense that we (Christians) are still living in Babylon 
and in a state of exile. There was a time when our culture was much 
more committed to biblical values & truths, but that is not the case now. 
In some ways our current culture is saying, “Your god and his word has 
no place in our culture or among us.”
