Two Very Different Judgment Days:
•	 For the unbeliever in Christ: The “Great White Throne” will be a 

moment of judgment in the presence of Christ where unbelievers 
will be filled with regret and will receive what they chose while on 
earth–a Christ-less eternity (Revelation 20:11-15).

•	 For the believer in Christ: The “Judgment Seat of Christ” (bēma) 
will be a celebration of their salvation from God, an evaluation of 
their faithfulness to Him, and a rewards ceremony for their service 
to Christ (1 Corinthians 4:5, 2 Corinthians 5:10).
