Godly Leadership Definition:
Godly leaders are people who influence themselves and others to fully
follow Jesus.

#1- SAY NO TO

Distraction #1: Meaningless Meetings

Nehemiah 6:1-4

Distraction #2: Being Misunderstood

Say NO to distractions by making a “Yes List”:

Make a list of the 5-10 things you should focus on and do in your stage
of life and current context then filter out the distractions that don’t
make the cut.

#2 - SAY NO TO TIME
Nehemiah 6:16-17

Say NO to wasting time by scheduling out your day the night before:
Every night make sure your calendar for the next day includes what’s
most important, so you don’t waste your day away.

#3 - SAY NO TO ONLY TRUSTING
Nehemiah 7:1-2

Say NO to only trusting yourself by identifying strengths in another:
Pick someone you know who is trustworthy, has integrity, and loves God
and tell them how you see God using their skills and gifts to help others
know and follow Jesus.
