Judah’s Kings During Jeremiah’s 40+ Years of Ministry | 626-586 BC
• 639-608 BC: Josiah — a good king
 • 626 BC: The Lord called Jeremiah to prophesy.
• 3 Months: Jehoahaz (son of Josiah) — a wicked king
• 608-597 BC: Jehoiakim (son of Josiah) — a wicked king
 • 605 BC: First invasion of Judah and Jerusalem by 
  Nebuchadnezzar.
 • 597 BC: Second invasion of Judah and Jerusalem.
• 3 Months: Jehoiachin (son of Jehoiakim) — a good king
• 597-586 BC: Zedekiah (son of Josiah) — a compromising king
 • 586 BC: Third invasion of Judah and Jerusalem. The Temple 
  was burned, the city destroyed, and most of Judah was taken to 
  Babylon–except Jeremiah.
